RULES
If the adjective ends in -y, change -y to -i. Then add -ly:
· happy – happily
but:
· shy – shyly
If the adjective ends in -le, the adverb ends in -ly:
· terrible – terribly
If the adjective ends in -e, then add -ly:
· safe – safely
If the adjective ends in -ic, then add -ally:
· magic – magically
Adjectives ending in ly do not form adverbs. You have to explain the adverb sense in another way.
Friendly (adjective)
He spoke friendlily in a friendly way
Also: deadly, chilly, silly, ugly, lovely, manly, oily  etc etc
