 MODALS OF DEDUCTION
MODALS OF DEDUCTION EXPRESS WHAT WE IMAGINE/THINK  IS TRUE.
WE USE-  MUST    CAN’T   MAY   MIGHT     COULD
WE DON’T USE MUSTN’T OR CAN

When we react to information somebody gives us and we want to sympathise we usually  use must or can’t

Example:     A.  I lost 500 euros yesterday
                     B.  500! You must feel terrible!
                     A.  My girlfriend  just got a fine for speeding .
                    B    She can’t be very happy. 
  May or might or could would sound completely unnatural in these  cases.
                  A. I lost 500 euros yesterday.
                  B.  500! You might be pissed off about that!

In the past we use modal verb + present perfect form
Must have been,      can’t have gone        may have eaten   etc. 
Example:    A. I  got my hand jammed in the car door the other day.
                     B. Ouch. That must have been painful!
              
                   A. She was trapped in the lift for 4 hours.
                  B. It must have been terrible!

PRONUNCIATION of past modals of deduction
Must have been   -    must’ve  been 
Often the “v” sound is omitted
Thus:
Al Pacino in Insomnia  : You must have been freezing  
Ray : I recognize that supporting me as you did must have been difficult.
Oh, you must have been the tallest one in your class.
You must have been in love. At least, at first.

The maze runner  I mean, it can't have been easy.
                                Can't have been fun for you.
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
