The reading paper
Ex1  consists of a reading passage  several paragraphs long and 6 multiple choice questions (A, B, C , D) See examples on page.
Each question is worth 1 point.
Total 6 points

Ex 2 is a word formation exercise ( see examples  below)
 There are 10 words in the exam
Each word MUST be modified using prefixes and suffixes. For example the word  RELY in the context of the sentence might become “ reliable” or if there is a negative sense “unreliable”
Each word is worth 1 point.
The word cannot remain the same
Only one word can be used in the space . Not “really rely”  or any other solution which does not involve prefixes or suffixes.
Total 10 points

Ex 3 is a verb tense exercise. There are 10 spaces .The given infinitive verb in brackets must be changed into one of the tenses such as past simple, past perfect, first, second or third conditional, future continuous or perfect . It might be a case of deciding if a verb is an infinitive with TO or a gerund with ING. ( see examples  below)
Each verb is worth 1 point.
Do not add any other structures or words except necessary subjects or auxiliary verbs.
Total 10 points
Ex 4 is a sentence transformation exercise. There are 5 transformations.  A first sentence is given and below a key word is given. A second sentence must be completed including the key word. A maximum of 6 words including the key word should be written by the student in order to make a complete, correct sentence similar in meaning to the first. ( see examples  below)
Each sentence is worth 2 points. Students may be awarded 1 mark if partially correct or also half points.
