The only sport I knew about was football.  Then he bought me running  shoes and took me training.  It was such hard work and my legs really ached.' In 1991,  she  finally accepted an invitation  to train  in the United States.  She had refused previously because she knew she would miss her family. They knew very little  about me and even less about my problems.   But I knew I was lucky to be there.  The trainers were brilliant  and I learnt a lot.'
